     You are all familiar with the Christmas song, òThe Twelve 

Days of Christmas.ó Well, this Christmas season I want us to 

use this song as our devotional guide. Now, I know what youõre 

thinking: òItõs a delightful song with a lot of strange gifts. How 

can it be used for my devotion, much less for church?ó Iõm 

glad you asked, because when the song was written it did 

have quite a serious purpose. 

     òThe Twelve Days of Christmasó was originally a catechism 

song to help young Catholics learn about their faith. In other 

words, the song would help them to remember their faith. You 

see, from the years 1558 to 1829, Catholics in England were 

forbidden to practice their faith according to Parliamentary law (their punishment for practicing their faith was 

torture and imprisonment!). So, the song was written with ògiftsó to describe the hidden meanings of their faith. 

So, it was more of a confession of faith than a Christmas carol. And only the faithful would understand that, 

while everyone else would simply enjoy the music. 

     Here is the key: the òtrue loveó in the song refers to God; the òmeó who 

receives the gifts is every believer of the Lord. And  hereõs the resté 

1. Partridge in a pear tree=Jesus Christ 

2. Turtle Doves=The Old and New Testaments 

3. French Hens=Faith, hope and love (our theological virtues) 

4. Calling Birds=The Four Gospels 

5. Golden Rings=The Pentateuch, the first five books of the Bible 

6. Geese a-laying=The six days of creation 

7. Swans a-swimming=The seven gifts of the Holy Spirit 

8. Maids a-milking=The eight beatitudes 

9. Ladies Dancing=The nine fruits of the Spirit 

10. Lord a-leaping=The Ten Commandments 

11. Pipers piping=The Eleven faithful apostles 

12. Drummers drumming=The twelve points of doctrine in the Apostleõs Creed 

     The song focuses on the partridge ð each gift is seen in relation to this first and greatest gift, as it should  

be. The partridge in a pear tree (Christ) is perceived as a gift that symbolically expresses his desire to gather us 

and care for us and protect us just like a mother hen, who would even give her life for her chicks. It has been 

said that the partridge also, when necessary, feigns injury to distract predators from her brood. 

     So, letõs celebrate and give thanks for our spiritual gifts as we celebrate this carol. And let us give thanks for 

Jesus, our mother partridge, who was born to save us from all things hurtful and destructive, even by giving of 

his very life for us all: ñéhow often I have longed to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her chicks 

under her wingséò  Luke 13:34.
